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Who Can Get the 
Updated COVID-19 Vaccine

In September 2023, the FDA approved the updated COVID-19 vaccine for 6 months and older.
This resource shows who is eligible to receive the updated COVID-19 vaccine:

People with 
weakened immune systems

Talk to your health care provider 
to see if you are eligible

Unvaccinated Children
6 months – 4 years

2 doses of the Moderna updated vaccine
or

3 doses of the Pfizer-BioNTech 
updated vaccine

Vaccinated Children
6 months – 4 years

The number of doses of the updated 
vaccine depends on the brand and the 

child’s vaccination history

If you recently had a COVID-19 infection, you still need to stay up to date with your vaccines, but you may 
consider delaying your vaccine by 3 months. Talk to your doctor about timing.

If you don’t want Pfizer or Moderna (mRNA vaccines), Novavax is available in primary series and booster.
